
Critic’s review 

 

On 11 February 2010 Gennaro Garcia’s exhibit opened at the chic Scottsdale 
Calvin Charles Gallery. It was a splendid occasion that brought out many 
cognoscenti and Valle del Sol artists as well as collectors and the general art-
walk public to view his new works.  

No one left disappointed. I overheard several admirers discuss the works 
depicting Frida Kahlo and how innovative those interpretations were. I loved the 
archangels myself and perhaps my favorite work in the entire show was El Arbol 
de vida, bright, vibrant, utterly folkloric, and perfectly appropriate to artistically 
accompany the birth of a baby daughter Frida Sophia, to Gennaro and his wife, 
Briseida/  

The archangels are glorious compositions and extraordinarily original inasmuch 
as Genaro is using plaster over canvas as artistic materiel and under layer for his 
paint.. This produces a highly original patina for these figures. Genaro tells me he 

came upon this idea in Italy when he saw the work of a restorer of ancient works.  

Gennaro has become something of a Mexican and Chicano phenomenon here in 
Arizona and in Los Angeles as well. I see for him new artistic adventures and 
recognitions for the future.  

Gennaro’s portrait of San Francisco has a special place in my heart. I was 
discussing my devotion to the saint, with Genaro at the 147 Gallery opening in 
December 2009. Low and behold, my inspirational model stood before me in 
Scottsdale in February. There is an El Greco air about the San Francisco, and a 
spiritual and enthusiastic aire about the entire opening! 
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
